During the past 15 years Gary created over 30 Interdisciplinary
Performance, Multinedia Installations and Video Wrrks exhibited and
perfornmed in over 40 local, national and international venues. During the
same period, he conposed 12 conpositions with over 100 performances and
radi o broadcasts. Hi s el ectroacoustic nusic, derived from environnenta
and industrial sound sources, is heavily influenced by Arnold Schoenberg
and Karl hei nz Stockhausen

Most of his multimedia installations consist of kinetic sound generating
scul ptures that reconfigure antique tools. In 2006 he won the overal
prize in KAO International Kinetic Art Conpetition

Hi s nmost recent efforts enconpass creating interdisciplinary performance
works. He received a 2016 grant fromthe Puffin Foundation for his new

work "Exploitation". “Exploitation” is a perfornmance piece incorporating a
script, actors, dancers, kinetic scul ptures and el ectroacoustic
conposition. The work will highlight the psycho-social and financia

degradati on of workers by contrasting capitalismwth socialist theol ogy.

Di Benedetto is the recipient of both a New Jersey State Council on the
Arts Conposition Fellowship in 2002 and a Crafts Fellowship in 2015. He
received his MA in Performance and Conposition from New York University.
